Guest Presenter
Prior to the meeting, Mr Bob Slight was invited to give a discussion on the critical importance of marine safety and the consequences of not abiding by laws and regulations governing marine safety.
 
There was also a general discussion on the model the club uses for collecting fuel and cost contributions from members and whether the current per trip payment of fuel and other costs could be construed at law as a fee. Mr Slight highlighted that if the wrong cost recoupment model was used, there is a danger the club may be wrongly viewed as operating a boat charter business.
 
During this presentation, there was also a discussion of the club boat (this is minuted under the heading “Club Boat Situation”).
 
Open
A quorum of members and committee being present, the meeting was opened at 8:15pm.
 
Previous Minutes
The minutes of 2007 Annual General Meeting were accepted without amendment and there was no business arising from those minutes. 
(Moved Walter, seconded Brian Matthews).
 
President’s Report and Club boat situation
The President’s report was read and accepted by the meeting.
 
The meeting was informed that the current state of the boat, Broome Time, was dire. A recent examination of the boat in dry dock revealed that there were 16 hull panels in need of repair, as well as necessary repairs to the deck and mechanicals.
 
The matter of the current mooring and the need for the boat to be insured to retain the right to moor was discussed. The current boat would need to be surveyed to qualify for insurance, which is a prerequisite of the council controlling the current mooring. The meeting accepted that the boat would not pass any survey in its current state and would require significant repairs.
 
The President informed the meeting that a boat valuer had valued the current boat at $9000. It was agreed that an offer of $10,000 for the current boat by an interested party in Two Rocks be accepted. 
 
The meeting was informed that any member wishing to leave the club would be re-imbursed membership fees paid for the year.
 
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report was received by the meeting. The outstanding contribution of the current Treasurer was recognized by all at the meeting.
 
Election of Non Committee positions
Bernie Caruana was voted in unanimously as Head Skipper
Leon Atkinson was voted in unanimously as Web Master.

Graham Garrie was thanked for his contribution to the club for acting as booking officer for the past 4 years.
 
Early Bird Prize
The Early Bird prize, which was drawn from those members who paid their membership fees early was drawn. As the date of the next trip is uncertain, the prize was changed to a fishing reel. It was awarded to John Van Oyen in absentia and will be mailed to his home.
 
General Business
Raising funds for the new boat
The issue of raising funds for the new boat was discussed. The President informed the meeting that National Australia Bank had declined the club’s application for finance giving the club’s past bankruptcy as reason. Instead ANZ will lend $40,000 to the club with Ron Atkinson acting as guarantor of the loan in his personal capacity.
 
Boat pen
The benefits of maintaining the current boat pen over storing the boat at a boat stacking facility were discussed. The president had contacted Aquastack near Cockburn Sound. This facility has showers; the service includes fueling and readying boats on demand, and is more secure than the current boat pen. 
 
The storage fee is around $4000 more a year than the current pen.
 
Benefits of new boat
The potential for the new boat to be used in more versatile ways, such as fishing for tailor or being taken out by groups of members for activities such as the Perth Skyworks was discussed.
 
New rules for new boat
The meeting was informed that a resolution prohibiting smoking on the new boat had been passed at the general meeting 2 months prior, due to safety concerns.
 
A rule prohibiting personal GPS units was also re-iterated.
 
Offer of free boat skipper lessons
The meeting was informed that the club had been offered free boat skippering lessons by the person selling the new boat.
 
Having more qualified skippers and a more manageable boat will free up the uses that can be made of the boat.
 
Membership fees
The meeting discussed changing the structure of the membership fee. It was generally agreed that maintaining the fees at their current levels for the mean time in order to pay off the loan for the new boat was advisable, but that this decision be revisited when the loan had been substantially reduced.
 
Cost/ benefit analysis of new boat
The cost/ benefit analysis prepared by the President and Treasurer was discussed. 
 
New Bag limits
Some of the potential impacts on the club and use of the boat arising out of the amended fishing regulations were discussed. The ability of the new boat to engage in a variety of different fishing styles, including trawling for Tailor was discussed.
 
Skippers paying trip fees
The committee agreed that they would look into the issue of requiring skippers to pay some compensation for the trips they participate in. The majority of the meeting appeared to share the feeling that skippers were making a substantial commitment by skippering the boat for all other members.
