The meeting was opened by the president at 7.30pm

SECRETARYS REPORT

In the absence of the Secretary, the President reported that the Secretary had organised an ABN which was effective from August 27th 2007.  The ABN is No. 89 552 093 131.

This now made the club compliant with the Australian Business Register of the Australian Taxation Office.

The club had never previously met this essential requirement.  The date was significant because serious penalties may have been imposed if the registration took place after August 31st 2007. This is the 6th anniversary date of the informal West Coast Angling Club Inc.  ( in this context  “informal” means not correctly formed or non-compliant)
TREASURES REPORT

The Treasurer reported that the current bank balance was $1734.00 with 2 cheques yet to be presented plus various other accounts, which when paid and presented would leave the club in a negative situation of approx. $1600.00.

 There are 16 delinquent members who have not paid their annual fees and had they paid, the club would be in an approx neutral position.

The Vice President is generously carrying this debt on his credit card until such time as he can be repaid.

The President has agreed to extend loan repayments due to him for 2 months to assist the club.

The repairs to the boat so far (and since the new committee took control) has exceeded $6000.00 with more to spend estimating a total repair bill of approx. $8000.00

PRESIDENTS REPORT

As this was the first General Meeting of the club year, no reference to previous minutes was raised.

The President reported that more than 60 hours of compliance and legal work had gone into auditing and investigating the current status of the informal West Coast Angling Club (Inc.) 
In short, the only area of compliance that had taken place was the lodgement of the clubs constitution and registration with the Office of Corporate affairs. Three other Government Departments had not been informed of the clubs existence which had the effect of voiding the constitution. In other words, if a claim was made against the club, each member both individually and collectively was liable.

Also the clubs insurance was void as the insurers were not bound to pay out on a non-compliant club claim.

Pro-Bona legal opinion was expressed and it was the opinion of the legals that the West Coast Angling Club be dissolved and in the same motion, re-constituted under another name selected by the committee and members of a General Meeting.
Certain adoptions from the former club (West Coast Angling Club Inc) could be taken on by the newly re-constituted club.
 It was further reported that the President, Vice President and Junior Vice President are now satisfied that the boat is in a safe condition and that the “Duty of Care” commitment by this committee has been meet.

VICE PRESIDENTS REPORT

The Vice President reported that all observable and known issues relating to the running of “Broome Time” has or was soon to be addressed. They included:

· Replacement of and or repairs to the 3 radios 

· Replacement of and or repairs to gauges

· Replacement of and or repairs to GPS and echo

· Replacement of and or repairs to exhaust off take

· Replacement of and or repairs to alternator

· Replacement of and or repairs to 3 bilge pumps

· Setting of governor

· Work done by volvo

· Inclusion of 200m anchor rope so that the boat was in keeping with marine safety standards – and therefore our insurance is now valid

· Navigation light

· Air filters that had been “Doctored” had been replaced 

· Other filters replaced 

· Radiator cap replaced

· Anti fungicide added to fuel

· Oil pump fitted (for oil changes)

· Bottom of boat to be cleaned by Bill Oakes & partner in a diving operation

· Other miscellaneous work

JUNIOR VICE PRESIDENTS REPORT

It was reported that the engine box had been cut down and strengthened to take the weight off esky’s etc.
Under the box, the fibreglass insulation had been repaired as it is suspected that fibres had been drawn into the engine via the “Doctored” air filters. It is unknown to what extent the fibres from the insulation may have damaged the engine.
The table and 1 seat from the cabin had been removed.

The J.V.P donated & fitted a skipper’s chair.  A box will be built as a seat/storage compartment to store drums of various liquids.  Some repairs have been made to the deck.

 GENERAL BUSINESS

The President invited questions from the floor regarding any points from his report

1. Questions regarding the relevance of the ABN to the GST were raised by the Treasurer and the Vice President.  These were answered accordingly.

2. Questions regarding why the club would need to pay tax was asked – Any thoughts that the club would need to pay tax was dispelled – only a tax return should have been lodged because of the income from outside sources.  No tax returns had ever been lodged.  A show of the new NFP Tax documents was displayed to enforce the fact that as a club, returns must be lodged.
3. A call for a new club name was put to the floor and a show of hands, West Coast Angling Club 2001 Inc was agreed on. Moved Bernie Caruana   2nd Walter Primmer.
4. It was moved by Brian Matthews and seconded by Walter Primmer that the West Coast Angling Club immediately ceases to trade and instantaneously become known as West Coast Angling Club 2001 Inc.

5. The adoption by the new club of the existing constitution was moved by Barry McCarthy – 2nd Brian Matthews

6. The adoption by the new club of the existing committee was moved by Berine Carvana – 2nd Mike Carrol

7. The adoption by the new club of the existing honary member was moved by Ian Stott – 2nd Bill Oakes

8. The adoption by the new club of the honary positions to continue being filled by the incumbents was moved by Kevin Jackson – 2nd Ron Atkinson

9. The closure of the existing bank account was moved by Ron Atkinson -2nd Sue Garrie

10. The opening of a new bank account in the name of West Coast Angling Club 2001 Inc showing the ABN be opened at the NAB Mt Lawley with 4 signatures to the account (any two to sign) moved by Barry McCarthy – 2nd Brian Matthews

11. It was moved by Ron Atkinson and seconded by Walter Primmer that all financial members automatically become a member of the new club.

12. It was moved by Ron Atkinson that all non-financial members wishing to become a member of the new club, apply for membership and in so doing only become a member  upon the payment of $30.00 joining fee and $100.00 annual fee – 2nd Sue Garrie
