Finances
The Bank Statement for the end of March shows $13,473.08 in the bank.  The Fundraiser at Kevins House raised $2046 and Member loans totalled $8,900. This means we have $24,550 in the bank. We still need the remaining loan pledges to be honoured. If you cant then please let me know. 
A bank loan has been arranged with Westcorp Finance with the following details;

$25,000 fixed rate loan for 60 months at an interest rate of 13.41%. Monthly payments will be approximately $583 per month. 
We have sufficient funds to purchase the boat for $44,000 including GST. 

The boat

Westcorp need to see a Registration Number and a Hull Identification Number for the boat before we can receive the funds. The owner has arranged these and they have been forwarded to Westcorp. The loan has been agreed to on the basis that the vessel Thalia 2 is purchased. 
Thalia 2
As discussed at past meetings, the vessel to be bought is Thalia 2, which is currently in a  pen at Two Rocks. Details are as follows;
1979 ex-crayboat, mono-hull all fibreglass built in 1979, 10.1m with a 3.1m beam. She has a Volvo diesel motor of 245 HP, having done 4500 hours. Top speed is 17 knots but cruises best at 13 -14 Knots and she carries 600L fuel.
Several members have inspected the boat. All agree the hull is suitable for our use. We had some concerns about the heat exchanger but these have been satisfied. A new water pump impeller has also been fitted. 5 members took the boat out for a run on Easter Monday. It was a very windy day with 15 to 18 kt easterlies. The motor ran fine and there is nothing obviously wrong with it. We need shade and spray canopies on the deck and sides if we are to stay dry coming home with the seabreeze. An offer and acceptance document will be presented to the owner this week. Once signed, the documents will be forwarded to Westcorp to release the Loan funds.
Pen

A 13metre pen will become available at Two Rocks on 1 April. A six month lease until 30 September will cost $2,109 including GST. If we decide to continue then the following years lease will cost $4,011.

There will be some inconvenience of the boat being penned at Two Rocks. We have agreed to take a six month lease on the Two Rocks pen and the committee will try to find a pen closer to Perth during this time. We are also in negotiation with the City of East Fremantle to see if we can have the old pen back. 
Trip costings

True trip cost cannot be confirmed until the boat is purchased and its fuel economy known. However, the cost model developed by the committee is based on a recoup of all costs, including administration and loan expenses and a proportion of profit to be put aside for unforeseen eventualities. The trip cost will start at $110 for a mix of deepwater and shallow water. In this instance the group would fish from 40 to 140 metres in an attempt to catch their 2 fish each. The boat would then come into 20 to 30 m to catch whiting & skippy etc. A shallow water trip will cost $50 and will primarily fish in the 20 to 30 m whiting areas. Skippers will pay $40 for deepwater and $20 for shallow water. 
Fundraiser

Annual General Meeting

The annual general meeting has been set for July 15 2009 where all positions will be declared vacant and nominations accepted. Full notification and committee nomination forms are enclosed. Annual subscriptions are due and remain at $100. New members are required to pay a $30 nomination fee. Only Financial members can vote at the AGM
New fishing limits

The new fishing limits allow a boat limit of 14 for a 7 person trip. This means 2 high risk fish per person. It is expected that people who catch more than 2 will share with those who have yet to catch theirs. There will be only one club icebox for fish. Members will be given different coloured tags to identify their fish. This allows skippers to ensure no-one takes over the limit.
