Boat report. 

Additional rod holders for storage of rods not in used have been supplied by Roko and have been fitted. Please ensure you remove the rigs before storage to prevent accidents. 

Last trip out resulted in the boat blowing a lot of black smoke. It could be as simple as an Air Filter but we have engaged a mechanic who has worked on the boat for the previous owner to have a look at it and give us some advice. This will be done on Tuesday 17th. Fuel usage is still about 20 litres per hour at 1850 rpm and 11 knots.  We have arranged for a quote to supply and fit the frame for the shade. We will not commit to the frame until we can afford it and until it has been agreed at a meeting. 

There will be a small selection of Sinkers on the boat for sale each trip so it you run out you can purchase from the club. It also means each person does not have to bring a big number of sinkers “just in case”. 

Finances

The Bank Statement for the end of July shows $3097.58 in the bank. Membership is slowly climbing and we now have 32 paid up members and 8 Life members. 

Pen Fees are due next month are for the pen at Two Rocks. We have not been able to source a pen at Fremantle so we have negotiated another 6 months at Two Rocks at a cost of $2200. A decision was also made on Skippers contribution to trips. It is now voluntary for skippers to pay a contribution towards a trip when they are the designated skipper. 

Trips 

We have done 4 trips since the AGM and had some great catches. Several members have caught their first ever Dhuies.  See the attachment on the catches. We usually fish on Sundays and Tuesdays. If you want to fish on other days get some mates together and speak with the Skippers Ian Stott and Ken MacLean

Fundraiser

Sheep on a spit at Ernie Bechellis house at lunchtime on Saturday 14th November has being organised. Please mark it on your calendars now.  We need prizes for Raffles so anything you can donate will be appreciated. There wont be any Crayfish (out of Season) but wine fishing tackle will be nice. 

Membership

We have 4 new members in the club this year. There are another 5 who have expressed a desire to join but want to do a trip first. If you have any friends who want to become members please give them a membership nomination form as we need about 50 new members. We have approval to put up an advert in Bluewater Tackle at Mindarie. Please ask your local tackle shop if we can place an Advert on their noticeboard.  

Please note that the $100 membership renewals are due to be paid no later than 1st Sept 2009. If you are not a financial member of the West Coast Angling Club at the time of the next meeting on Sept 9th, you will no longer receive the newsletter or have access to the club boat other than as a guest of a member. Membership renewals can be sent to the Treasurer at 5 Adams Crest Ocean Reef. 
New fishing licenses.

A boat fishing license of $30 will be required for all boat fishermen from mid October 2009. A Demersal Scale Fish license of $150, will be required by all members who wish to catch Category 1 fish. Pensioner discounts apply. How and where to purchase a license has not been released yet.

The current fishing limits allow a boat limit of 14 for a 7 person trip. This means 2 high risk fish per person. It is expected that people who catch more than 2 will share with those who have yet to catch theirs. There is still a plan for only one club icebox for fish. Members will be given different coloured tags to identify their fish. This allows skippers to ensure no-one takes over the limit. In the meantime please bring a small esky for you fish that can also serve as a seat. 

The club boat was boarded by Fisheries Officers at sea on the last deepwater trip and all the Eskys were inspected as was all the safety equipment.
