Boat report. 
Thalia 11 is currently fitted out with all the required safety equipment and if ready for use as a club fishing boat. It can comfortably fish 7 (including the skipper) but 8 if one doesn’t mind fishing over the stern. 
We had to get the boat resurveyed by a Marine Surveyor ( not DPI)( Cost was $350) to enable insurance to be valid. They valued it conservatively at $50,000. We also have to replace a bilge pump Automatic Float Valve and install 2 Bilge pumps, repair or change the front railings and tighten up the stern Rudder Gland that has a slight weep in it. We also had to replace the ignition switch ($229) to fix the problems with the STOP button. It is also an insurance requirement we do an out of water hull survey before Christmas this year. 
Total engine hours was about 10 and we put in 193 litres. We have a very fuel efficient boat when we run the motor at 1800 RPM and travel at about 10.8 Knts

Things to buy

We need another Battery bank for safety reasons, 4 hawse pipes and T stanchions for the mooring ropes, a skippers chair, new mooring ropes, bilge pumps as listed above, Canopy and side curtains, large ice box
Catch so far

The boat has done a shallow water and an offshore trip with mixed success. 

Shallow water for 4 members and a skipper, on May 27, yielded 30 whiting each, 6 undersize Dhuies, 2 snapper over 60cm and 4 released, a Breaksea cod and over a dozen large skippy.

Offshore for 8 members and a skipper, on June 7, yielded 20 whiting each, 12 skippy, one size Dhuie and one released, 3 released Snapper, a Harlequin, a Flathead, a Breaksea, 2 KGs at 55 cm and a 4-5 kg Cuttlefish.
Until we get the canopy and side curtains it is a wet boat. If you plan to come fishing please bring a spray jacket. When drifting, water will come through the scuppers so you will get wet feet. Not a problem in summer but loose fitting rubber boots may be an option in winter if you want to keep your feet dry.
When you come fishing bring a medium sized esky for your food, bait and drink. There is some carpet on the deck so your esky can be used as a seat and will not slide around.

Finances
The Bank Statement for the end of May shows $1958.34 in the bank. Since then we have banked 3 more membership renewals, have 2 new members, and banked trip fees. The fuel tanks are full so we can go fishing whenever there is enough people wanting to go. Monthly payments to Esanda of $581.94 come out on the 26th of each month
Trip costings

The trip cost are currently $110 for a mix of deepwater and shallow water. In this instance the group would fish from 40 to 100 metres in an attempt to catch their 2 fish each. The boat would then come into 20 to 30 m to catch whiting & skippy etc. A shallow water trip will cost $50 and will primarily fish in the 20 to 30 m whiting areas. Skippers will pay $40 for deepwater and $20 for shallow water. I would like the new committee to review these costs after the AGM as we will then know what the running costs are.
