All the above Safety equipment will be purchased in the coming days. Members decided they wanted an inshore trip for the first one. If you want to go then please book in after Monday night as Ian is away until then. Ians number is 08 95611166. Ian will be the start up Skipper and it is his preference to be skipper on weekdays. 
Finances
The Bank Statement for the end of April shows $2778.22 in the bank. We have spent money on the boat Purchase ($19,000) on Boat Insurance ($540), Fuel ($500), Pen Fees ($2109) for 6 months. Loan repayments of $586 commence by Direct Debit on May 24 2009
Prior to the meeting we have received 8 membership renewals. Another 7 paid at the meeting. 
The committee will also research and purchase an appropriate GPS (cost not yet known).

Trip costings

True trip cost cannot be confirmed until the boat is purchased and its fuel economy known.. The trip cost will start at $110 for a mix of deepwater and shallow water. In this instance the group would fish from 40 to 140 metres in an attempt to catch their 2 fish each. The boat would then come into 20 to 30 m to catch whiting & skippy etc. A shallow water trip will cost $50 and will primarily fish in the 20 to 30 m whiting areas. Skippers will pay $40 for deepwater and $20 for shallow water.

Members will be given different coloured tags to identify their fish. This allows skippers to ensure no-one takes over the limit.
