Minutes of Committee Meeting of W.C.A.C. held at Maylands Yacht Club on 5.12.2007

Meeting opened at 7.10p.m.

Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated and taken as read.

Moved Leon Atkinson, seconded Sue Garrie.

It was agreed to include the statement as written in the agenda pertaining to W.C.A.C status as a non-profit organization and the addition be put to a special general meeting to be held on 13th February 2008.  This would ensure that W.C.A.C. would not need to put in a tax return unless it chose to go down that path.

i.e. The property and Income of W.C.A.C shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the aims of W.C.A.C. and no part of that property or income may be paid or otherwise distributed, directly or indirectly, to members, except in good faith in the promotion of those aims.

It was agreed to also substitute the words skippers and skippers in training in the constitution instead of “boat captains and boat captains in training”
It was also agreed on a point brought up by the secretary that the words “änd dismiss”

be included in the statement of the constitution Section 10 No 12.
The President adjourned the committee meeting until after the General Meeting as members had arrived.  After the General Meeting the Committee Meeting continued.
To ensure compliance with Association Rules it was moved Kevin McLeod and seconded Ron Atkinson that the committee approve of debts taken on in the name of W.C.A.C. by Bernie Caruana and Walter Primmer of amounts of $822.00 each.

They agreed to hold the debts until such time as the W.C.A.C. could repay them.

Some discussion of the Club name took place.  The Secretary informed the meeting that the official name of the Club was West Coast Angling Club (Inc.) as stated on the official company seal. 

It was moved Kevin McLeod, seconded Sue Garrie that a $100.00 levy be put on the members to clear up the debts and put the Club on a proper financial footing.

Motion was lost on the voices. A $50.00 levy was suggested but this was also rejected. 

It was moved Leon Atkinson and seconded Walter Primmer that the Club would begin putting in a GST return.  Motion carried unanimously.

There was some discussion on whether the Club should self assess itself as a non-profit organization and not put in a tax return or alternatively put in an annual tax return.
It was moved Ron Atkinson and seconded Leon Atkinson that the Club put in an annual tax return.

Sue Garrie and Kevin McLeod voted against the motion preferring instead to go down the path of self assessment.  Ron and Leon voted to put in a tax return. It was pointed out by the Secretary and agreed to by Leon Atkinson that once the Club put in the first tax return there was no choice but to carry on doing it.  Bernie Caruana and Walter Primmer abstained from the vote. The motion was lost.

At this point the President passed a letter to the Secretary signed by a majority of the committee members (letter is attached).
The meeting closed at 8.45 p.m.
